Industrial Action on Wednesday 30 November 
 
We have been advised that one of the teachers’ trade unions, NAS/UWT, has 
instructed its members not to report for work on Wednesday 30 November.  We have 
therefore to make contingency arrangements to manage with the reduced number of 
staff in school on that day and have decided that pupils in Years 8, 9, 10 and 11 will 
not be required to attend on 30 November.  School will be open for Years 12, Lower 
6 and Upper 6.  School buses will run as normal.  
 
Year 12 will attend to sit their mock examinations as timetabled. 
 
Some Lower 6 and Upper 6 classes will continue as normal.  Where this is not the 
case study facilities will be made available.  I would encourage the Lower 6 and 
Upper 6 pupils to attend school and to take advantage of this opportunity to prepare 
for their mock examinations.
